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A Study on the Improvement of Reading Comprehension Ability of 4—-5
Years Old Children with Wordless Picture Books

Abstract: Picture book, an important reading material for children, plays an important role in improving children’s reading comprehen-
sion ability. But we need more evidence to prove that whether the wordless picture book have the same influence in improving children’
s reading comprehension ability. By comparing the results of two groups of children’s reading comprehension ability, this study found
that: 1) wordless picture books are suitable reading materials for children aged 4-5; 2) they can also improve reading comprehension
ability of children aged 4-5; 3) when teachers intervene in children’s reading process in a collective manner and guide them to observe
pictures in the book as well as propose open and comprehensive questions at the same time, children’s reading comprehension ability
can be improved effectively.
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
