Abstract Alice Goffman’s On the Run is an urban ethnography dedicated to the subject of contemporary social problems,
using the participant observation method. Her work has drawn considerable public attention, while also received criticisms
from the academic, due to its defects in ethnographic method and research ethics. The controversy involves identity politics,
philosophy of science and public sociology. From the perspective of the sociology of knowledge, the case of On the Run and
public sociology demonstrates that sociology tends to spill over to the public sphere, while the knowledge production of soci-
ology, on the other hand, requires disciplinary autonomy and proper distancing from social conflict.
